Dear Parishioners and Visitors,

We enter the Holy Week with the celebration of Palm Sunday or Passion Sunday.
Holy Week is the time the Church sets aside each year so that we can experience in
the Liturgy the events of our salvation, renew our faith and strengthen our spiritual life.
Today's Liturgy has a double theme. In the first part of our Liturgy we have the Bless-
ing of the Palm branches and the procession to commemorate the entry of Jesus to
Jerusalem. Then, in the second part of the Liturgy, we commemorate the suffering
and death of Jesus. The triumphal procession of Palm branches and shouts of
"Hosanna" followed by another procession with the Cross to Calvary accompanied
with the shouts of "crucify him!".

What had Jesus done that the people of Jerusalem should change their opinion about
Jesus? Why, in such a short space of time, did people start to call out for the blood of
Jesus, wanting him crucified? We see this often in practical life. The cheers and
jeers. We find in the Gospel story how a crowd was influenced by a small group of
people who were opposed to Jesus. The crowd turned out on Sunday to shout
"Hosanna " and they turned out on Friday to shout "crucify him". As we listen to the
Scripture today, we are reminded of the cowardice of Jesus' followers, we hear of the
wickedness of the religious leaders and also the cruelty of the soldiers who carried
out the execution. But the emphasis is on Jesus the central character in the story.
What we should focus on is the fidelity, the courage and the sheer goodness of Je-
sus. Against the darkness of Calvary, his goodness shines all the more brightly. His
glory can never be separated from his suffering. The Passion story shows how Jesus
responded to what was done to him. He absorbed all the violence, transformed it,
and returned it as love and forgiveness. It helps us and invites us to do the same
when we are going through hard times.

The people who put Christ to death were not a uniquely evil bunch of people. They
belonged to the same human family as we do. In each of the characters in today's
Gospel drama we glimpse something of ourselves, glimpse of our failings. Dark evil
sleeps in us. Holy Week provides us with an opportunity to look at this. Christ will
help us to confront the evil that is in us and overcome it. The invitation to us is to be-
come like Simeon of Cyrene who helped Jesus to carry his cross and to become like
the compassionate Veronica who wiped the face of Jesus. To be like the women of
Jerusalem who wept for Jesus and be sensitive to the sufferings of others.
