From Fr. Davy’s Desk:

All three readings this weekend remind us that the world should not be a place of hatred with
anger and violence. The World should have no wars. The workplace should not have any nas-
tiness, resentfulness and unhealthy competition.

Jesus tells us to adopt a new way of thinking, a new way of acting, a way that is radically op-
posed to the way of the world. He tells us to turn the other cheek. That’s hard. He tells us to
love our enemies. That’s even harder. He tells us to be pleasant with those who attack us. He
tells us to live in peace with all, even those who hate us. It is absolutely right in our society.

Mahatma Gandhi once said: “An eye for an eye will only make the whole world blind.” We
need to learn and practice the value of forgiveness. Jesus prayed for those who persecuted
and crucified Him. He proved it is possible to forgive. In the modern society when members in
a family have disagreements let them practice forgiveness. When the national leaders dis-
agree let that work for peace terms not war zone.
