Dear Parishioners and Visitors:

The Gospel text that we reflect this weekend is seen only in the Gospel of Matthew. The parable of
the workmen was probably included in Matthew's Gospel as a rebuke to Jewish Christians who re-
sented the influx of Gentiles into the Christian community. Scripture gives clear picture of the Jewish
Christians’ attempts to prevent the Gentiles entering the New Community - the Church. When the
Gentiles were finally welcomed into the Church, the Jewish Christians tried to impose various rules
on them to be accepted into the Church. The Jews had generations of experience at believing in
God. Then from out of nowhere, all sorts of strange people started coming into the Church. Many
of the newcomers were pagans who found their way into the Church and they all claimed their right
to be part of the chosen people of God. They spoke different languages, wore different clothes, ate
different foods, and had different customs. So Matthew's message is a reprimand to those who
were uncomfortable with all these newcomers.

The parable is not a story about labor relations or wage policies. We should enter the world of the
Evangelist to understand the message of his writing. In the parable all receive the same welcome
from the land owner and the same wages. The landowner paid on the terms that were previously
negotiated. He actually acted justly. He paid all the workers a full day's wage. There was no cheat-
ing. A few received abundantly from the landowner considering the fact that they had worked only a
hour or two.

We all receive from God more than what is justifiable or due. God is radically just and abundantly
generous like the landowner. The workers who came earlier did not complain that the landowner
cheated them rather that he treated all of them equally. God rewards us not in the same measure of
what we do, but according to his good will.

A full wage is offered to each of us irrespective of the time one has come to the Church- served
Him for a whole life time or has turned to God only at the 11th hour. No one can claim any special
honor or any special place because they came first to the Church. Perhaps it disturbs our sense of
fairness and justice. But God does not see things in the same way that we do. The vineyard owner
is a substitute for God. This parable upsets our picture of God. Isaiah had understood God and
said: "As high as the heavens are above the earth, so high are my ways above your ways and my
thoughts above your thoughts" (Js 55/9). Instead of trying to bring God down to our perspective let
us try to rise to God's perspective.
