The cost of the roof repair is $413,000.00,
additional changes totaled $33,588, the
back roof repair is $20,000.00. The total

cost of the church roof repair is
$466,588.00. To date, we have raised
$92,164.00.

Interior Repair

$67,628.20. Good news is that the insurance
company is paying it all.
