A Message from Fr. Davy:

Prayerful greetings of the Assuption!

It has been five months since I left Brooklyn, NY. I really miss you. Though physically I am
away from you, my heart is with you. The pandemic, Covid-19 continues spreading all over
the world taking the lives of thousands daily. Let’s all continue praying for the Divine
intervention. I started Daniel Fasting and Prayer on August 1 for 21 days. I am planning to
return to New York on August 28/29. There are still issues with international flights. You are
remembered in my daily prayers.

Through the Gospel of the 19th Sunday, Jesus continues to reveal his divinity when he walks
on water and commands the winds and the waves to calm down. We often look at today’s
Gospel and think that Jesus is simply chiding Peter for his lack of faith. Peter said to Jesus “if
it is really you, command me to come to you on the water” and so Jesus did. Peter did not
hesitate to go out on the water. He believed that Jesus could make certain that Peter could
come to him on the water. There was a storm brewing, the wind was almost certainly violent,
and Peter doubts, and he begins to sink. Peter has a very human reaction that any of us might
have had. He cries out for help. Jesus rescues Peter and reminds of his little faith.

Jesus says to each one of us: “Come” Come to me. Sometimes it seems impossible. We set out
and suddenly realize how crazy, how difficult and how improbable the task is. We sometimes
doubt our call. We ask ourselves, ‘how can I do this’ or ‘why are you even trying’. We only
fail when we try to live our lives and do things without God. We must always remember that
we cannot do anything without God. I’'m sure we can all identify with Peter — wanting to reach
Jesus, but when trying to do it by himself, falling. Whenever we take our eyes off of Jesus and
look at the turmoil around us and in ourselves, we begin to sink.

I’m reminded of a line in the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius that says: first, keep before
your eyes, God. We can, with Jesus, do amazing things, walk on water and have a faith that
moves mountains — if we keep our eyes on God. But when we lose sight of God, when we
become enamoured with ‘created things’ then we are confronted with our own mortality and
weakness, and we become afraid again.

When we experience storms in our lives, let us remember to call Jesus and ask for help. Jesus
will always be there with stretched out hands to save us as he saved Peter. We can do the
impossible, if only we keep our eyes fixed on Jesus, and our ears open for his encouragement.

We celebrate the feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary on August 15. Let her
intercession be upon our nation and all over the world and protect us from the pandemic,
covid-19. Wish you a happy feast of the Assumption.

Daily Mass: Monday - Saturday: 9:30 a.m. (English)
Friday, Mass at 7:30 p.m. (Spanish)
Saturday, Vigil Mass: 5:30 p.m. (English)
Sunday Mass: 9:30 a.m. (English), 11:00 a.m. (Spanish), 12:30 p.m. (English)

All Masses will be celebrated in the lower church.

Please make sure to read before attending Mass and follow the instructions below:

* As per the regulations from the diocese, we have the capacity to accommodate 100 people in
our lower church at a time.

* Please make sure to wear your mask properly when you attend Mass.

* Alternative pews will be closed so please see the signs before you take your seat.

* There will be no entrance procession or recessional procession.

* We will not have any ALTAR server for the time being.

* No bulletins, missal, hymns or worship aids will be available. There will be NO Holy water
in the font.

* We will have a lector seated in the first pew and come forward for the readings.

* There will be neither exchange of peace nor holding of hands during the Lord’s Prayer.

* Communion will be distributed ONLY by the priest at daily Mass.

* To receive the Holy Communion there will be an orderly fashion, lining up pew by pew
guided by ushers.

* Please keep 6 feet distance at all times, especially when you line up to receive the Holy
Communion.

* The bishop has requested that the Eucharist be received by HAND. There will be no precious
blood offered.

* Ushers will not do the offertory collection during the Mass. You may place your offerings in
the box at the back of the church.

Weekend Mass Guidelines: Please make sure you follow the above directives when you
attend Mass.

» We will have the organist and a cantor to lead our music. THERE WILL BE NO CHOIR.

* There will be two Eucharistic Ministers to distribute the Holy Communion besides the

priest.
* The Eucharistic Ministers will not wear gloves, but THEY MUST wear a mask.
* The lower church be open daily, Monday - Sunday from 8§ AM till 12 PM for private prayer
only.




Mensaje del Padre Davy:

iSaludos de oracion de la Asuncion!

Han pasado cinco meses desde que sali de Brooklyn, Nueva York. Realmente te extrafio. Aunque fisicamente
estoy lejos de ti, mi corazén esta contigo. La pandemia, Covid 19 continua extendiéndose por todo el mundo y
cobra la vida de miles de personas diariamente. Sigamos orando por la intervencion divina. Comencé Daniel
Ayuno y Oracion el 1 de agosto durante 21 dias. Estoy planeando regresar a Nueva York el 28 y 29 de agosto.
Todavia hay problemas con los vuelos internacionales. Eres recordado en mis oraciones diarias.

A través del Evangelio del domingo 19, Jests continua revelando su divinidad cuando camina sobre el agua y
ordena que los vientos y las olas se calmen. A menudo miramos el Evangelio de hoy y pensamos que Jesus
simplemente estd reprendiendo a Pedro por su falta de fe. Pedro le dijo a Jests "si realmente eres til, mandame
que vaya a ti en el agua" y asi lo hizo Jesus. Peter no dudé en salir al agua. El creia que Jesus podia asegurarse
de que Pedro pudiera acercarse a ¢l en el agua. Se estaba gestando una tormenta, era casi seguro que el viento
era violento, y Peter duda, y comienza a hundirse. Peter tiene una reacciéon muy humana que cualquiera de
nosotros podria haber tenido. El clama por ayuda. Jesus rescata a Pedro y le recuerda su poca fe.

Jesus nos dice a cada uno de nosotros: "Ven" Ven a mi. A veces parece imposible. Partimos y de repente nos
damos cuenta de lo loco, lo dificil y lo improbable que es la tarea. A veces dudamos de nuestro llamado. Nos
preguntamos: ";Coémo puedo hacer esto?" O ";Por qué lo intentas?". Solo fallamos cuando tratamos de vivir
nuestras vidas y hacer cosas sin Dios. Siempre debemos recordar que no podemos hacer nada sin Dios. Estoy
seguro de que todos podemos identificarnos con Peter, queriendo alcanzar a Jesus, pero al intentar hacerlo
solo, cayendo. Cada vez que apartamos nuestros ojos de Jesus y miramos la agitacion que nos rodea y en
nosotros mismos, comenzamos a hundirnos.

Recuerdo una linea en los Ejercicios Espirituales de San Ignacio que dice: primero, mantente delante de tus
ojos, Dios. Podemos, con Jesus, hacer cosas asombrosas, caminar sobre el agua y tener una fe que mueve
montafas, si mantenemos nuestros ojos en Dios. Pero cuando perdemos de vista a Dios, cuando nos
enamoramos de las "cosas creadas", nos enfrentamos con nuestra propia mortalidad y debilidad, y volvemos a
tener miedo.

Cuando experimentemos tormentas en nuestras vidas, recordemos llamar a Jesus y pedir ayuda. Jests siempre
estard alli con las manos extendidas para salvarnos como salvé a Pedro. Podemos hacer lo imposible, si solo
mantenemos nuestros ojos fijos en Jesus, y nuestros oidos abiertos para su aliento.

Celebramos la fiesta de la Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria el 15 de agosto. Que su intercesion sea
sobre nuestra nacion y en todo el mundo y nos proteja de la pandemia, covid 19. Te deseo una feliz fiesta de la
Asuncion.
